Rules and Regulations:

Make sure the form is completely filled out when completing registration form

One form per camper is required. Each form must be signed by camper’s parents or
guardians. (Siblings must register separately).

Camp Waiver Form must also be completed and signed — camp registration cannot be
completed without a signed waiver form.

All camp fees must be paid at the time of registration. No partial deposits will be taken.

There are no refunds once the camp has begun. Exceptions are made for serious injury
or illness. Registration fees cannot be transferred to another camp.

There will be no pro-rated discounts for partial attendance of camps.

All specific camp questions (i.e. weather) should be directed to individual camp
coach/leader or the Camp Coordinators. All contact numbers are listed with camp
information.

The EIS summer camp hours are from 7:30 am to 12:00 noon. Camp leaders will wait
with campers in their classrooms/ areas until they are picked up. After 20 minutes past
12 we will charge 50.00 Lempiras to the parents whose children are picked up late.

Drive thru will be open from 7:30 to 8:15 in the mornings for you to drop off your
camper. Although on the first day we encourage you to walk with your camper to the
assigned classroom. At the end of the day the drive thru will be opened from 11:55 to
12:20

Campers may come in comfortable play clothes that can get dirty or covered in paint.
The cost of the camp includes one EIS summer camp T-shirt and if you are interested in
ordering extra t-shirts you can do so for 100.00 Lemps. T-shirt orders will be taken
ONLY on the first three days of camp.
